Give young people a glimpse into the lives 
of God’s people during their captivity in 

Babylon. In a social situation that often 
seemed wicked and hopeless - similar in 

many respects to our own - Isaiah brought 
God’s message of comfort and hope. Begin 

with the theme of Israel’s sin and God’s 
judgement in the parable of the vineyard, 

then take a look at Isaiah’s call. Finally, 
listen to the message Isaiah brought God’s 

people. 

Each course in the Prime-Time Bible Study series offers 6 sessions of Bible study aimed primarily at high 
school students, though it also appropriate for recent high-school graduates. 

The textbook is the Bible itself, usually studied on a chapter-by-chapter basis and carefully exegeted in the 
Reformed/Presbyterian tradition.
